Our Pilgrim forefathers never tired of
mentioning and praising His Name. Listen to
this quote from the Old South Leaflets written
on September 26, 1637, concerning the rules
and precepts of Harvard College: “Let every
student be plainly instructed, and earnestly
pressed to consider well, the main end of his
life and his studies is to know God and Jesus
Christ which is eternal life (John 17:3) and
therefore to lay Christ in the bottom as the
only foundation of sound knowledge and
learning...”

Our Founding Fathers never tired of
mentioning and praising His Name. Patrick
Henry declared: “It cannot be emphasized
too strongly or too often that this great
nation was founded, not by religionists, but
by Christians; not on religions, but on the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. For this very reason
peoples of other faiths have been afforded
asylum, prosperity, and freedom of worship
here."

Henry was right. It was precisely because our
nation was founded upon the Rock of Christ
that America became a haven of liberty and an
asylum for so many of the persecuted and
downtrodden of our world.

Just before the Revolutionary War, one of the
Crown-appointed governors wrote back to
England of the condition of the colonists and
their resolve to fight: “If you ask an
American, who is his master? He will tell
you he has none, nor any governor but Jesus
Christ.” The war cry that spread
throughout the thirteen colonies still
resounds to this day: “No King but King
Jesus!”

Yes, our Pilgrim forefathers and our Founding

Fathers knew that it was to Jesus and Jesus
alone that we owed allegiance. We Americans
need to remember the Rock from which we
were hewn. We need to stop apologizing for
the Name of Christ and begin praising Him.
He is God, and apart from Him there is no
other!
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
